Medical forms and medicines on camp-outs.

> In order for a Scout to attend outdoor activities the Troop must have a signed medical form (parts A&C) from his parents. These are available on the website or by using this link: http://bsa156.org/Updated%20new%20medical%20form.pdf. 
Part B involving a doctor’s signature is only required on trips of more than 72 hours, especially summer camp and high adventure outings.
 
> Medications should be continued during Boy Scout outings. 
 
> If you are sending medication for a Scout to take during a camp-out, this must be placed in a small zip-lock bag along with a slip of paper showing the boy’s name, the name & dosage of the drug, and specific instructions on when the medication is to be administered. This should be given to the lead Scoutmaster attending the event at the time of departure. Scouts refusing to take medication as prescribed by their parents will be sent home.
 
> A Scout with allergies that could require an epi-pen should bring BOTH PENS in the package and keep one with him at all times, both if he is on an extended hike or other activity more than 10 minutes away from the second pen. 
 
> Scouts that use an inhaler should show the lead Scoutmaster that he has it with him BEFORE DEPARTURE and keep in with him at all times.
